Now we see a need for
a time of buckling down for raising up individuals, one at a time, to be a disciple for life.

PowerLink will naturally be a seed planting, evangelistic ministry for the many young and old we come in
contact with. There will always be those who will accept or reject the message we bring. But when Jesus said,
“Go and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy
Spirit,” (Matthew 28:19), it involved more than just planting seed and putting down the harvest net. Raising up
disciples means taking the time to develop values, truths and discipline to follow whom and what you believe.
