Here’s a quick update on what 
is going on recently in two of those areas area. 
 
Locally 
 
Our “indoor” season has just finished at the end of March.  We were blessed to have Central Assembly allow us to 
use their gym and kitchen through the winter.  However, it feels great to get ready to get back outside the walls 
again.  There is so much more to pull together for outreaches during the indoor season and we are very grateful for 
having a great group of faithful workers helping us out.   
 
The indoor season involves gathering kids from four different pockets in the Green Bay area.  A special message 
and some fun are planned for each time. All areas are canvassed with flyers a few days before through mailers or 
on foot.  The gym is set up to reflect a PowerLink setting. Food is prepared and served.  The bus is run to each of 
the pockets to pick up kids.   We spend about two hours with the kids and then bus them back to their homes.  The 
gym is cleaned, returned to normal and the truck is packed up with all our portable church stuff. 
 
It is a process that, without the help of many, would be difficult to pull off.  So hats off to all who have served with 
us this last winter.  It’s almost time to roll out our portable church and hit the road and parks again outdoors!  
 
Overseas 
 
As Patti Sturzl Price returns from Myanmar and working with the orphans, Karl is headed back to Viet Nam and 
Bangladesh, April 9 – 23.  This is a part of our continued training of pastors and leaders in the underground 
church.  Karl will work again with Dennis Nonnemacher to bring leadership training and fresh ideas for reaching 
children in each of these countries.  It is part of our commitment to see children reached for Christ worldwide. The 
leaders in these countries are hungry for everything we can give them.
