What started out this last fall and winter to be an indoor routine
of mentoring a few kids from our summer outreaches has begun
to explode.

Tuesday nights. Each week new kids have come in to check
things out. It’s been great! Getting momentum going of a regular routine that kids love is contagious. Yet,
more kids means more challenges. As we work with many different at risk kids from various backgrounds and
cultures, there is a learning curve for the kids to understand our “house rules.” It’s been worth it, but there is a
price to be paid. The success of a ministry like PowerLink is many times based on endurance and tenacity.

Amy, who teaches a class of first graders with a few high maintenance kids, reminds me that PowerLink
consists of mostly high maintenance kids. It is often times exhausting trying to reach into their lives and the
lives of their families. But that doesn’t mean we don’t do it. Most of our workers have that heart that keeps
them coming back to make a difference. With a few breaks along the way for refreshing, many of the workers
are right back at it through our indoor and outdoor season. They know that it is all about the kids.

Little things like watching kids understand
the point of a message delivered or having them repeat the memory scripture from the week before. Seeing
parents show up to drop their kids off, even taking a city bus with them to get there. Moms, who open up and
share their prayer requests.

God has shown us that it’s all about the kids, the kids that would have otherwise not been told the blessings and
truths of a God who loves them.
