One of the latest findings by the Barna Research Group reminded us of the battle we are engaged in.  The Barna 
Group does research, analyzes the findings and brings results to the attention of Christians and others for 
consideration and awareness.  Recently their research indicated the growth of aggressive and intentional efforts 
by atheists and agnostics to discredit the existence of God and criticize people of faith.  Over half of this group 
believe radical Christianity is just as threatening to America as radical 
Islam.   
 
Perhaps this antichrist spirit is nothing new and something we take for 
granted would happen in our world today.  However, if we fall asleep and 
allow this spirit to rule, soon we will see rights we take for granted slip 
away.  The very existence of PowerLink is based on our right to share the 
Gospel in the open air and to meet in the public square.  So we have 
sensitivity to the potential for our rights to slip away and see the need for 
public awareness of those rights. 
 
It is also our strong desire to pass along to children the correct rights they 
have in their lives, particularly in their schools.  We have heard stories recently of teachers and principals 
coming against student’s right to talk about God, carry a Bible, wear Christian shirts, or do projects mentioning 
Jesus.  There are park workers in the areas we go who tell the kids that what we are doing is illegal.  As we have 
defended the rights of youth in our past ministry oversights, we are finding the need to get to children as well 
and inform them they have rights. 
 
Coming off the week of celebration of Independence Day, we recall the fight that is sometimes necessary to 
maintain our religious freedom.  We also see how easily you can lose freedom in a generation or two that are 
uninformed of their rights and not trained in the Truth.  That is why it is so important to have involvement in 
our communities and not retreat into our walls. 
 
God will always have a remnant that will stand for Him and walk in 
His ways.  The question is will we be part of that remnant and pass 
on to the next generation values and truths that are worth fighting 
for?
