
“And Who Is My Neighbor?” 
 
That is the question posed to Jesus by an expert in the law in Luke 
10:29.  Jesus goes on to explain the parable of the Good 
Samaritan.  The story tells how a man fell into the hands of robbers and was left to die.  A priest came by, but 
walked by on the other side of the road.  The Levite took the same way out as he passed by.  Then came the 
Samaritan who took pity on the fallen man, bandaged him, took him to an inn and paid for someone to look 
after him.  Jesus’ question back to the expert in the law, “Which of these three was a neighbor to the fallen 
man?”  “The one who had mercy,” was the expert’s reply.  “Go and do likewise,” were Jesus final words. 
 
It is a good reminder to all of us that our neighbors are not just those across our backyards, but also all those 
whom we cross paths with each day.  Actually, most of us could all use a little help in knowing our neighbors 
next door as well.  Jesus, however, was reminding us our neighbors might be those in need.  But doesn’t it get a
