
Bangladesh 
 
I am getting this newsletter out a little late this 
month after just getting back from Bangladesh.  I 
was invited to come and speak at the National 
Children’s Worker Conference in this country.  It 
was both an honor and an inspiration to see what 
God is doing in children’s ministry in this poor 
country. 
 
There were over 650 children’s workers in attendance.  Over 25 different denominations and organizations were 
represented at this event.  They packed out the conference center and were hungry for new ideas and 
encouragement for reaching the children of their country for Christ.  PowerLink has opened ourselves up to 
being a part of that training and encouragement whenever we can. The amount of people being influenced at 
this conference made it well worth the time and money spent. 
 
Bangladesh is going through changes in their government where a lot of the corrupt leaders are being called out 
and many are being imprisoned.  There are winds of change being felt in this country made up of over 90 
percent Muslims.  The Christian church is becoming stronger and the new generations of young adults 
understand the importance of reaching children with the Gospel for the good of their country in the long run.  
The workers and leaders still need to be very careful and use wisdom as they reach out to children, but they are 
seeing many families turning to Christ, starting with the children. 
 
Sukhen B. and his Generation Bangladesh team hosted the conference and are a major force in the work there 
for children.  They did a fantastic job of hosting all the people who traveled for days by bus to come for three 
days of inspiration.  Imagine fixing food over outdoor fires for that number of people!  Although each day’s 
food consisted of rice with curry, potatoes, and a little bit of chicken, it was a feast for many of them.  The 
conference center housed everyone in small dorm type rooms that reminded me of sleeping in an old root cellar.  
Sleeping under mosquito netting is a way of life, as is waking up to lizards on the wall and cockroaches 
scurrying to the drains.  But when the conference came to an end there were lots of very pumped up workers 
ready to go into the harvest field with all they had taken in during their time there.   
 
Thank you to many who were in prayer for this trip and the training.  Thank 
you too, for your continued support of our efforts to reach kids both locally 
and around the world.  Also, thank you to Amy and the PowerLink team at 
home for keeping things rolling when I was away.  We are confident that the 
Word of God will not return void wherever we plant the seeds.
